This is a quick dress code reference for 4-H members showing at the 

Ferry County and Puyallup State Fair for some of the available 4-H 
projects.

Market Animal Sale  -  Exhibitors and their  clothes should be clean and neat , hair combed; no gum 

chewing or tobacco use is al lowed. Wear jeans or slacks, with a shirt  or blouse  and boots or shoes 

that completely cover your feet . No hats, visible undergarments or art icles of clothing which display 

profanity, products, or slogans whi ch promote tobacco, alcohol, drugs, sex, or advert ise gang 

symbols or aff i l iat ions are prohibited.  Colored clothes are often more pract ical that  white. Clothing 

should reflect a posit ive image within the bounds of decency and good taste of youths and the 4-H 

program.  

Cat  – Should be neat, clean, and t idy. Professional, business  att ire suitable for an interview is 

advised. The member ’s att i re should not interfere with or distract  from the showing of the  cat .  

Cavy  – Appearance is clean and neat, wears suitable clothing. Conduct is pleasant, courteous, and 

attentive. Member is prompt.  

Dog  – Properly dressed and groomed. Handler should be neat and clean. Clothing should be clean, 

tasteful , and pract ical for breed being shown. Girls may wear dresses, ski rts or slacks. Dresses or 

skirts should be of sufficient length and ful lness to al low ease of movement . Low neckl ines are 

unacceptable. Long hair should be secured back from face. Boys should wear slacks and dress shirts-

jackets and t ies are optional. For al l , hair should be combed, clean and out of eyes. T -shirts, jackets 

or other i tems of clothing with slogans, logos, product advert isements, club names, etc. should not 

be work in the ring. Jeans, especial ly over-sized ones or those with holes, frayed hems or patches 

should not be worn in the ring. Shorts are inappropriate. Shoes should be flat -soled or low-heeled 

with closed toes and heels. Sandals, f l ip -flops, open-toed shoes or shoes with sl ippery soles should 

not be worn in the show ring. Shoelaces must be t ied. Jewelry, i f worn, should not  be distract ing or 

interfere with handl ing the dog.  

Dairy Goat  – Clothes and person neat and clean-white clothing preferred. Suggestions: long sleeved 

white shirt, regulat ion white pants, 4-H necktie , with matching shoes and belt in b lack, white or 

brown.  

Equine and Livestock Judging  -  Wear show clothes: clean, nice jeans, boots and long sleeve show 

shirt .  No sparkles or metal l ic thread in shirt.  

Dog Judging  – For State do not wear long sleeve show shirt and jeans as you would in Ferry County. 

Wear nice dress outfi t . Black skirt,  nice shoes and dress jacket are the most appropriate.  

Rabbit  Judging  - White shirt , white lab coat and dark pants - slacks or jeans 

Kitchen Act ivit ies/Demonstrat ions/Clothing & Food Judging  – For State strongly recommend wearing 

skirt ,  but  nice slacks wi l l  do too.  Nice blouse. Jeans and t-shirts  are not appropriate.   

We wi l l  happi ly see 4-H T-shirts  outside of the show rings.
