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Department of Ecology issue drought advisories and drought
emergencies to help mitigate the impacts of drought, lessening the
negative effects it can have on water supplies for people, farms, and fish.

Impacts and responses will vary by year, location, water source, etc.

WATER USE EFFICIENCY (43.20.230 RCW)

Conservation can be used effectively to:

* help meet an increased demand for water

* protect the environment

* delay development of costly infrastructure

* ensure water is available to meet economic and population growth consistent with
the Growth Management Act by using existing supplies more efficiently

Public awareness and participation are necessary for the City to have an effective
conservation plan.

Requires Sequim-sized systems to implement at least 6 supplementary WUE measures.
City implements 12 in addition to mandatory measures.
