Camping and Stalls are available Friday and Saturday nights. Youth 18 and under must have a
designated adult chaperone stay with them overnight:

e Stalls are $10 a night

e Camping with hookup $20 per night

e Camping no hookup/tents $15 per night

4-H rules apply throughout the entire 4 day show. Helmets are required. Participants must be
enrolled in 4-H or FFA. All youth 18 and under must have a designated adult chaperone
present.

No cross entry between age division classes, Novice classes, Green Horse and Walk/Jog(Trot)
Classes.

*Walk/Jog(Trot) Classes — You may only enter your first and second year before showing in lope
classes.

*Novice Classes — You may enter if you have never won a blue in that event.

*Green Horse Classes — You may enter Green Horse Walk/Jog if your horse has never been shown
before. Green Horse Walk/Jog/ Lope classes may be entered if your horse has never been shown at
the lope before but there is no cross entry between any other classes and once shown in the green
horse lope classes you may not go back to Green Horse walk Jog.

*Walk/Jog(trot), Novice and Green Horse divisions are not eligible to qualify for State Fair.

Horses cannot be shared between exhibitors in the same division but can be shared if in two different
divisions.

Classes may be added/deleted based on the number of riders. The order of classes might also
be changed but will be posted and announced.

Lot Definitions
Green Horse: a horse in the beginning of training, first year being shown under saddle in riding
classes. Green horse may be ridden or in hand depending on the class it is entered.

Seasoned In-Hand Only: any equine over 38 inches, the accepted miniature horse size, that cannot
be shown under saddle due to age, size, or health reasons.

Miniature Horse: an equine that is 38 inches or less at max height. Must be three years old or older
to jump.

Novice: previously called maiden, must not have previously won a blue ribbon in the class in the
past. If the class is judging the equine and not the rider the equine must not have previously won a
blue ribbon under any rider in the past.

Walk/Trot (jog): this class is reserved for riders who have not shown in lope classes in their first or
second year riding in this event.

Medals: must have won three blues, a champion or grand champion to be eligible for these classes.
They are 4-H only classes.
