A Week of Service in the Stillaguamish Valley
March 12-19, 2016

Event Partnership Information

Who: Thirty-five students (Including 5 Student Leaders) + 4 Event Organizers. Twenty-five students will come from the WSU Pullman campus and 10 students will come from the WSU North Puget Sound at Everett campus.

What: Students will be volunteering in the communities of Arlington, Oso, and Darrington for eight days. Students will be working on a variety of projects that include painting, small construction projects, trail maintenance, building clean-up, and exterior cleaning to help revitalize the communities listed above. The focus will be community revitalization.

When/Where: March 11-20, 2016. (WSU Spring Break). Students will ride in motor pool vans to Arlington, WA on Friday March 11. The students from WSU North Puget Sound at Everett will meet with the vans in Arlington. Together, the students will work and stay in Arlington until March 15 where they will transfer to Oso, WA. In Oso, students will listen to presentations by emergency first responders and community members at the Oso Fire Station. After the work and presentations, students will ride to Darrington, WA where they will work and stay for the remainder of the event until March 20. (March 11 and March 20 are reserved for student travel and will therefore be counted as non-working days.)

Why: This volunteer event is part of a continuing commitment by the late President Elson Floyd and Washington State University, to assist in recovery efforts after the SR530 Mudslide. The event will be organized and facilitated by the Washington State University SR530 Mudslide Recovery Team. The team is partnering with the City of Arlington and Town of Darrington to co-lead the event. Both community governments have committed 100% support to the project. 

Projects: As mentioned above, the students will be volunteering in a variety of projects that include but are not limited too; painting, exterior cleaning, building cleaning, trail work, and small construction work. All projects will have something to do for everybody. The projects have been designed by local businesses and organizations who applied for volunteer work. The event organizers then decided which projects to actually do based on time availability, skill set needed, and project length. (Can we get it done with a high standard of quality, in a reasonable time, and leave it either completed or at a place where the community can easily finish it?)

Volunteers: Students will work alongside local alumni, youth, organizations, and community members to be a part of a large community event. WSU students will pre-register on Cougsync but all other volunteers will register at the start of the event. The event will be open to volunteers of all ages. We will have stations at the event to register walk-ups and other interested community members.

Partnerships and Support: The Washington State University SR530 Mudslide Recovery Team will be facilitating and organizing the event in partnership with the communities of Arlington and Darrington. These communities along with the smaller communities of Oso and Hazel were directly affected by the SR530 Mudslide and are vital to the recovery of the Stillaguamish Valley. The following is a list of organizations who have already pledged to support the event and what their pledge is:

· WSU SR530 Mudslide Recovery Team: The WSU SR530 Mudslide Recovery Team will be organizing and facilitating this event. This team is directly responsible for networking in the area and for progressing WSU recovery work in the area. They will have team members there, volunteers, and will run registration at the event. The team anticipates bringing 35 student volunteers for the week and four event organizers.
· The City of Arlington: The City of Arlington will be directing resources towards advertisement, registration and technology, community awareness, and information dispersal for the event. They have unanimously pledged 100% support and have passed a resolution in support through their City Council. The signed resolution is posted on our website. Help will include, facilitation and other support that arises throughout the process. 
· The Town of Darrington: The Town of Darrington will assist in community projects and community awareness of the event as well. The town will be providing volunteers, as well as projects to do. Similarly to the City of Arlington, The Darrington Town Council has also unanimously passed a resolution in support of this event and the signed resolution is also posted on our website.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Snohomish County: The Snohomish County Council and Snohomish County Executive have unanimously passed a joint resolution in support of the event. The resolution, posted on our website, describes their support and urges community members to get involved.
· WSU Alumni Association- Snohomish County Chapter: The Washington State University Alumni Association-Snohomish County chapter has pledged to help advertise for the event within their chapter, as well as provide volunteers to work alongside the students and community members. 
· Sauk-Suiattle Tribe: We have reached out to the Sauk-Suiattle Tribe that is located near Darrington, WA to help volunteer for them as well. If communications work out, the WSU students will be spending a day volunteering on tribal land as well.
· Arlington School District: The Arlington School District has pledged 100% support to this event. They have unanimously passed a resolution of support through their board of directors. The resolution is also posted on our website.
· Darrington School District: The Darrington School District have also vocalized their support and have unanimously passed a resolution in support as well. Their resolution is also posted on our website.
· Darrington Ranger District-National Park Service: The Darrington Ranger District of the National Park Service will be donating lodging for our student volunteers for the duration of their stay in Darrington. The ranger district has generously agreed to cover the rental costs in exchange for the students to work on forest land for part of one of the projects.




· Washington State FFA- District 1: The District 1 FFA which includes high schools from Whatcom, Skagit, and Snohomish Counties have expressed interest in the event. We anticipate more commitment and involvement as the event gets closer and individual school district approval clears. We are currently in communication with the District Organization and the local Arlington FFA Chapter to spread awareness and solidify support.
· Oso Fire Department: The Oso Fire Department will be providing a meeting space in Oso for WSU students to enjoy lunch in, while listening to presentations given by the station chief and local emergency first responders. The WSU students will also assist in a project at the station.
· Community Members: While this is not an official pledge, we anticipate a large number of volunteers and supporters from the local community. This includes presenters, project leaders, invested locals, and regular citizens who see the event happening and wish to participate. Community members will mainly work as volunteers and/or project designers. We have included in this number, the local businesses and organizations that we anticipate will apply for projects.
