process. In addition to those who are newly applying to become 
a volunteer, we are conducting re-screens on our returning 

volunteers. For this 4-H year, all volunteers whose last name 
begins with L-Z will be re-screened.

ensure regular screening for both the safety of our youth 
members and the peace of mind for their guardians. WSU has 
selected Sterling Volunteers™ as the vendor to conduct these 
background screens, and all of our volunteers will receive a 

request to begin this quick and easy process when they enroll in 
4honline for the year.
