Refers to those areas within
National Forests and Parks, the
Bureau of Land Management and
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service that
have been designated by Congress

Facts/Characteristics:

Leaves them unimpaired for future
use and enjoyment as wilderness.
Provides for the protection of
these areas.

Preserves their wilderness

as Wilderness.
